This
program was established with the aim of helping poor countries
in the development of human and natural resources. The program
provides grants, expert advice and training to developing
countries. During its implementation, priority is given to the least
developed nations.

The program has offices in 177 countries around the world where
it works with local governments to address various development
challenges. Under this, this program also helps countries to
achieve the Millennium Development Goals at the international
level. Its member countries contribute voluntarily to conduct its
various activities. The projects of this program include various
social and economic sectors like health, social welfare, education



and training, agriculture, industry, environmental protection,
prevention and management of disasters etc.

The Indian Red Cross Society is a voluntary humanitarian agency
concerned with disease prevention, health promotion and
providing health services to needy people during natural disasters.

It is a non-governmental and secular international
agency which was established in 1945. It is one of the largest and
oldest humanitarian organizations in the world. This organization
is carrying out many activities for human welfare. Presently this
organization is providing services in 87 countries of the world and
the number of its beneficiaries is approximately 95-100 million.
About 925 projects are being run by it for human welfare in these
countries. CARE provides the following services for public welfare

1. Humanitarian work during emergencies and natural disasters.

2. Implementation of programs for food security and prevention
of malnutrition related diseases.

3. Socio-economic development.
4. Spread of education.

5. Adequate supply of safe and healthy water.



UNESCO

and Cultural Organization. UNESCO is a constituent body of the
United Nations. Its function is to promote international peace
through education, nature and social sciences, culture and
communication.
