Benign Tumor

Such tumors in which the growth rate of cell division is slow and
there is absence of metastasis are called benign tumors. These
are capsulated and are regular and less severe, whose treatment
is usually successful.



Malignant Tumor -

Such tumors in which the growth rate of cell division is high and
rapid and metastasis is present are called malignant tumors.
These are non-encapsulated, irregular and more severe and the
success rate of treatment is very low.
