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2. WY 41 AgIfAenerd (Directorate General of Health Services) -
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It is also called DGHS in short.

This directorate plays the role of the chief advisor to the Union
Ministry of Health and Family Welfare to solve various health
related issues.

It is headed by the Director General, Health Services.

To assist him in health planning, there is an Additional Director
General, a team of Deputy Director General and many
administrative officers.

Functions of Directorate General of Health Services -

The main functions performed by the Directorate General of
Health Services are as follows-

1. To conduct various surveys to assess the health level of the
country and interpret the data obtained.



2. For the implementation of effective health education and
communication in the country, the Central Health Education
Bureau was started in 1956 by the Directorate General of Health
Services under the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare,
Government of India.

3. To promote research to acquire latest information about the
causes of various diseases, diagnostic methods, preventive
measures, therapeutic methods etc.

4. To keep striving to maintain the standards of various medical,
nursing and paramedical services working in the country.

5. To determine and maintain criteria for maintaining the quality
of medicines in the country.

6. To maintain the central medical library.

7. To make plans to ensure the availability of better health
services in the country and to establish coordination with other
related sectors.

3. Central Health Council



The Central Health Council was established in August 1952. The
main objective behind its establishment was to ensure effective
implementation of health services and health programs across
the country by establishing coordination between the Central
Government and the State Governments.

Functions of Council Health -

1. To recommend policies on a large scale on all health related
issues such as-

Implementation of better preventive, diagnostic and curative
health services.

Prevention of environmental cleanliness and pollution.

Health education and research

Appropriate nutrition

Implementation of vaccination, family planning services, maternal



and child health services etc.

2. To prepare proposals for making laws regarding medical and
public health matters.

3. To review the progress made in various fields after the use of
available grants.

4. To submit recommendations regarding the distribution of
available grants.

5. To establish organizations to coordinate between the Central
Health Administration and the State Health Administration.
