|. According to the capacity of bed



1. Large Hospital -

Hospitals with a capacity of 300 to 1000 beds are called large
hospitals. These are also called "A" grade hospitals.

2. Medium Size Hospital

Hospitals with a capacity of 100 to 300 beds are called
medium hospitals. These are also called "B" grade hospitals.

3. Small Size Hospital

Hospitals with less than 100 beds are called small hospitals.
These are also called "C" grade hospitals.

Il. According to Bed Strength -

1. Teaching Hospital -

Those with a capacity of more than 500 beds are called
teaching hospitals which are associated with medical
colleges. 2. District Hospital -



The hospitals having capacity of 200 to 300 beds are called
district hospitals.

3. Tehsil Hospital -

The hospitals having capacity of 50 to 200 beds are called
tehsil hospitals.

4. Community Health Centre (CHC) -

The hospitals having capacity of 30 to 50 beds are called
CHC hospitals.

5. Primary Health Centre (PHC)

The health centres having capacity of 6 to 10 beds are called
primary health centres.

lll. According to the ownership or control -

1. Charitable

These are non-profitable hospitals. They are run for the
service of people and are under the control of social workers
and donors.



2. Public or Govt. Hospital

These hospitals are completely controlled by the government.

3. Co-operative or Non-Govt Hospital

These hospitals are run by big industrial houses. Their main
objective is to earn money, they are run commercially.

IV. According to the objectives -

1. Teaching cum Research Hospital

The main objective of these hospitals is research and
investigation. In which education of drug manufacturing,
dentistry etc. is given, medical college is attached to them.

2. General Hospital

All types of common diseases are treated in these hospitals,
services for all types of diseases are provided by it.



3. Special Hospital

Special diseases are treated in such hospitals like eye
hospital, TB hospital etc.

4. Isolation Hospital -

Patients of contagious and infectious diseases are kept in
such hospitals so that these diseases do not spread to any
healthy person. Such as epidemic patients.
